R The si1gn of the cross made on the forehead 1s one of the oldest obser-

i _ vances of the Christian Church.
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St. Basil the Great (329-379) mentions it ... along with the custom of
facing the East when praying ... as one of the unwritten traditions
that goes back to the apostles. It 1s quite possible that this tradition of

the sign of the cross does 1n fact go back to the earliest stages of
Chrnistianity.

Orniginally, the sign of the cross was associated with baptism. Some early writers of
the Church often use the sign of the cross to mdicate baptism 1tself.

It also was used early on 1n the other sacraments/mysteries. In addition, Christians
signed themselves before all the important activities of life. St. John Chrysostom
speaks of this:

Everything is done by the Cross. Baptism is given by the cross ... the
laying on of hands is done by the cross. Wherever we are, traveling or
at home, the cross is a great good, a saving protection, and an impregnable
shield against the devil.
