The Great Reversal 1s a theme that the Gospel-writer Luke develops throughout his
story of Jesus.

In this theme, Luke sees the coming of Jesus mto the world as a way to challenge hu-
man expectations and social values. Jesus comes to "visit his people" ... and human
security and complacency 1s challenged by the Gospel.

For example, in the Magnificat of Mary, we hear:

He has deposed the mighty from their thrones
and raised the lowly to high places.

The hungry He has given every good thing,

while the rich He has sent away empty...

Those who think that they have so much ... are revealed as the truly poor ... while the
poor and sinners, who seem to be excluded from life's blessings, are accepted by God.
